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MEMBERS' REPORT 2006-2007

INTRODUCTION

The economic outlook during the year was good and the
boom that started over the past four years continued.
Passenger traffic registered growth of 33% over the previous
year and aircraft movement registered growth of 28% over
the previous year. AAl has taken up various projects to
augment infrastructure. It has also taken steps to
operationalise some of the smaller non-operational airports
like Pondicherry, Coochbehar, Akola, Cuddapah,
Kolhapur, Mysore, Sholapur, Warangal, Surat and Gondia.
At the metro airports at Kolkata & Chennai, AAl has added
more number of Parking Bays, both in-contact Bays &
Remote Parking Bays for aircraft parking. The Kamaraj
Domestic Terminal of Chennai Airport has also been
modified and further expanded and additional floor area
has been created for serving the low cost carriers. Similarly
the Intemnational Terminal has also been expanded to
provide better/improved services to passengers & airlines.
On the airside, a special taxi track exclusively for ATOs has
been commissioned to ease the congestion beside a second
Instrument Landing System has also been commissioned at
Runway 21 at Chennai airport.

The Government has decided to entrust the work of
modemization and development of Kolkata and Chennai
airports to AAl. The Gowt. has also taken a decision to
allow AAI to develop & modemize the air side facilities at
35 non-metro airports in the country. The city side
development of these 35 non metro airports is being
undertaken through the PPP model.

HIGHLIGHTS AT A GLANCE

in terms of revenue eamings, profit after tax, passengers
handled, aircraft movements handled and freight
handled.

» Govemment of India has declared the Port Blair airport as
"Veer Savarkar Intemnational Airport”. With this airport, the
number of interational airports with AAl goes upto 15.

» During the year, the Authority incurred the highest ever
capital expenditure amounting to Rs. 1040,11 crores as
compared to Rs. 876.08 crores in the previous year,
registering an increase of 19%.

» Mangalore Airport has been declared "Custom Airport"
by the Ministry of Finance in May, 2006.

» International Flights by Air India Express commenced
from Mangalore Airport.

» International Flights by Indian Airlines commenced
from Pune Airport.

» AAl has signed a Letter of Understanding for Technical
Cooperation with ICAO for exchange of information
relating to projects in the field of Civil Aviation.

» AAl also signed a Memorandum of Understanding for
training Aviation Personnel from developing countries,
It has been agreed to jointly establish and administer a
Training Programme to train participants, selected from
designated ICAO contracting states.

RESTRUCTURING OF DELHI & MUMBAI AIRPORTS
During the year, the Operation, Management and
Development Agreement (OMDA) for IGI Airport, Delhi and
CSl Airport, Mumbai were executed between AAl and the two
Joint Venture Companies, namely Delhi International Airport
Private Limited (DIAPL) and Mumbai Intemational Airport
Pvt. Ltd. (MIAPL) respectively. Accordingly, these two airports
were handed over to DIAPL and MIAPL respectively w.e.f.
3rd May, 2006 on 30 years lease. In terms of OMDA, upfront
payment amounting to Rs. 150.00 crores each was received
duringthe year from these Joint Venture Companies (JVCs).
Further, a sum of Rs. 499.14 crores (DIAPL-Rs. 271,98
crores and MIAPL-Rs. 227.16 crores) was received as

share of revenue from JVCs during the year.

These two JVCs also reimbursed during the year the
operation support cost for AAl's manpower deployed
amounting to Rs. 155,68 crores,

AIR TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT

» The Automatic Dependent Surveillance/ Controller
Pilot Data Link Communication (ADS/CPDLC) system
has been installed and put into operation at Delhi and
Mumbai airports to enhance the area of surveillance,
reduce R/T congestion and remove the drawbacks of
HF voice communications. This will also provide
direct Controller-Pilot communication link beyond the
VHF coverage areas.

» Three new intemational ATS routes namely L1509,
M 895 and L 1626 connecting South East Asia and Europe
via Northemn Indian airspace have been implemented to
enhance airspace capacity and facilitate optimum levels
and direct routings to save aviation fuel. These new routes
will result in reduction of distance by 269 NM.

» The timing of cross runway operations at Mumbai
airport have been increased to six hours to enhance air
traffic handling capacity and to minimize delays.

» Thetiming of simultaneous two runway operations has
been increased to eleven hours daily at IGI Airport,
Delhi to ease out the congestion, minimize delays and
to enhance capacity.

6 l AIRPORTS AUTHORITY OF INDIA

» High Speed exit and parallel taxiways at Delhi and
Mumbai airports were put into operation to reduce the
runway occupancy time and facilitate the use of both
runway operations at Delhi and Mumbai airport.

» ICAO Universal Safety Oversight Audit Programme
was successfully completed in October, 2006.

» Advance Surface Movement Guidance Control System
(ASMGCS) to enhance the ground surveillance, has
been implemented at |Gl Airport, Delhi.

STATUS OF GREENFIELD AIRPORTS

BANGALORE INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT LIMITED (BIAL)

BIAL attained the Financial Close on June 23, 2005 and

has commenced the construction of the airport which is

expected to be completed within 33 months from the date
of Financial Close. Considering the actual growth due to
the sudden spurt in the air traffic, the capacity of the initial

phase has been enhanced from 3.70 million to 11.40

million to ensure that the capacity at the time of the

commissioning of the airport is adequate to meet the
actual demand. The construction of the project is on
schedule. AAl and State Govt. of Karnataka each hold

13% equity in the share capital of BIAL.

HYDERABAD INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT LIMITED

(HIAL)

GMR HIAL attained the Financial Close on August 22,

2005 and has commended the construction of the airport

which is expected to be completed within 36 months

from the date of Financial Close. There is a proposal to
enhance the capacity of the initial phase due to spurt in
the actual growth in the volume of traffic so as to ensure
that the capacity at the time of commissioning of the
airport is adequate to meet the actual demand. AAl and

State Gowt. of Andhra Pradesh each hold 13% equity in

the share capital of GMRHIAL.

CITY SIDE DEVELOPMENT OF NON-METRO
AIRPORTS

The city side development of 24 non-metro airports is

being done through PPP. Non-metro airports identified

for this purpose are as follows :

Ahmedabad, Amritsar, Guwahati, Jaipur, Udaipur,

Trivandrum, Lucknow, Madurai, Mangalore,

Aurangabad, Khajuraho, Rajkot, Vadodara, Bhopal,

Indore, Raipur, Vizag, Trichy, Bhubaneshwar, Varanasi,

Agartala, Dehradun, Ranchi and Dimapur.

Action has been initiated for city side development of

these airports in phases.

city side development of non-metro airports :

(i) UTI Bank Ltd. Mumbai for Group 1 (Amritsar,
Dehradun, Jaipur, Khajuraho, Lucknow, Udaipur
and Varanasi) and Group 2 (Agartala, Bhubaneswar,
Dimapur, Guwahati and Ranchi) set of airports.

(i) M/s. Capital Fortunes Ltd. Hyderabad Group 3
(Ahmedabad, Aurangabad, Bhopal, Indore, Raipur,
Rajkot and Vadodara) and Group 4 (Madurai,
Mangalore, Trichy, Trivandrum and Vizag).

ISO CERTIFICATION OF AIRPORTS

In order to improve upon the Quality Management

System AAI has initiated steps for ISO Certification of

airports under various standards i.e. ISO 9001-2000,

Quality Management System (QMS), I1SO 14001-2004,

Environmental Management System (EMS) and OHSAS

18001-1999. A total of 35 airports / units / offices have

been [S0-9001:2000 certified. These airports/

units/offices are Ahmedabad, Chennai, Coimbatore,

Jaipur, Kolkata, Mangalore, Mumbai, Pune, Goa,

Udaipur, Madurai. Deptt. of Information Technology,

CHQ, New ATS Complex Mumbai, Nagpur, Trivandrum,

Amritsar, Calicut, Indore, Trichy, New ATS Delhi, CATC

Allahabad, FIU, Hyderabad, Patna, E&M Workshop

Delhi, Varanasi, Guwahati, Bagdogra, Vizag, Ranchi,

Jammu, Bhopal, Bhubaneshwar, and Radio Construction

& Development Unit (RCDU).

ISO 14001 : 2004 : Environmental Management System
(EMS) have been awarded to Ahmedabad, Mangalore,
Jaipur, Trivandrum.

OHSAS 18001 : 1999 : Occupational Health and Safety
Management System Specifications have been awarded
to Jaipur and Ahmedabad airports.

Jaipur Airport is the first airport which has obtained
integrated certification for all the above three standards.
The 1SO certification will be a gradual process for
certification of airports till all major airports receiving
scheduled flight services are certified.

TRAINING

CIVILAVIATION TRAINING COLLEGE, ALLAHABAD
The Civil Aviation Training College (CATC) popularly
known as CATC - Allahabad is the training establishment
of AAIl dedicated to training in the area of Air Traffic
Management (ATM) and Communication, Navigation
and Surveillance (CNS). CATC is also having a TRAINAIR
Unit for STP development.

During the year CATC conducted 70 training courses and
number of trainees passed out are 553.

Project Implementation:

i. Visual Tower simulator implementation work in
progress and likely to be commissioned during
2007-08.

ii. To increase the number of trainees, construction of
four new ATC labs is in progress.

iii. Acoustictreatment in some Classrooms is done.
At CATC, the following new courses are being developed
for training the trainees as per ICAO Standards.

i. VHF Communication system (ECIL / PARKAIR)
Transmitters/Maintenance Course STP had been
listed in phase 8 (implementation) & phase 9 (Post-
Training Evaluation) and made available to the
international TRAINAIR sharing system.

ii. Radar Control Approach Course (Primary &
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Secondary Surveillance Radar) STP of phase 5 & 6 (Design
of Modules & Production and Developmental
Testing) had been completed.

iii. VHF Communication System Maintenance course
STP preparation of Module 1 is in progress.

A TRAINAIR Course Developers Workshop was

conducted in which participants from AAl and Kenya

Civil Aviation Authority, Kenya participated.

FIRE SERVICE TRAINING CENTRE

At present, Airports Authority of India has two Fire

Training Centres namely - Fire Service Training Centre,

Kolkata and Fire Training Centre, Delhi. These training

centres are equipped with latest teaching aids and

equipments. All instructors at both training centres are
well qualified and trained to take lectures upto Senior Fire

Officer Course. Majority of Instructors have been trained

in Disaster Management and exposed to various

National/International Seminars, Conference and

exhibitions.

Both these Training Centres also impart training to

Executives and Non-Executives of Rashtriya Uran

Academy, Royal Government of Bhutan, Cochin

International Airport, Bangalore International Airport,

Delhi Intemnational Airport, Indian Institute of Port

Management and other foreign nationals.

During April 2006 to March 2007, the following number

of Fire Personnel from AAl and outside agencies have

undergone various training courses in our training centre;
AAlFire Personnel  -309
Outsiders -374

The Training Centre has an approved test laboratory for

testing of foam compound in confirmation to Bureau of

Indian Standard and ICAO.

NATIONAL INSTITUTE OF AVIATION MANAGEMENT
AND RESEARCH (NIAMAR)

NIAMAR conducts Management Development mes in
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Programmes in various fields of aviation such as
Operations, Cargo, Engineering, IT, Security and Human
Resource Management. It is accredited by IATA to
conduct courses on Dangerous Goods Regulations and
recently approved by IATA/FIATA Authorized Training
Centre (ATC) to conduct Basic Cargo Introductory Course.
Bureau of Civil Aviation Security, India has also approved
Institute for training in Aviation Safety and Security.

Under guidance from ICAO, the Institute has set up
Course Development Unit under ICAO TRAINAIR
programme for developing Standardised Training
Packages (STPs) in the field of aviation. It has already
developed two STPs on 'Bird Hazard Control
Management' (BHCM) and 'Airport Pavements
Maintenance' (APM). Four more STPs on "Airport
Passenger Terminal Management”, "Contracting for
Airport Construction”, "Contracting for Procurement of
Equipment” and "Contracting for Airport Services" are
under preparation. Institute’s STPs have been adapted
by Civil Aviation Training Center, Bahrian (BHCM) and
Civil Aviation Training Centre, Jordan (APM) to train their
staff.

Mr. Taieb Cherif, Secretary General ICAO, Montreal,
visited NIAMAR on 7th February, 2007. He observed that
NIAMAR is addressing one of the most important
challenges i.e. human being factor, and focusing on the
Management issues, which is one of the important parts of
the success.

During 2006-2007, 50 national and 04 international
programmes were conducted at NIAMAR. 46 foreign
delegates, 839 participants of AAl and 117 from other
agencies, availed training opportunities at the Institute.
NIAMAR has signed an Agreement with the Institute of Air
& Space Law, McGill University, Montreal, Canada to
organize International Workshop and Conference on Air
& Space Law in February 2008 and is also negotiating with

Concordia University to organize Airport Management
Programmes for Junior and senior airport executives
which will involve 'face-to-face' and 'on-line' learning.
AAI has also nominated a number of Airport Directors for
the ACI-ICAO sponsored Airport Management
Professional Accreditation Programme (AMPAP), held in
Geneva & Montreal during June- September, 2007,
KALYANMAYEE

Kalyanmayee (a Women's Welfare Association) was
actively involved in Multifarious activities for upliftment
of needy and less privileged in the society. As a part of
social work, Kalyanmayee recently made collections
from fellow friends for medical aid to patients admitted in
AlIMS. Also, an "Adult Literacy Camp" was organized at
Palam Mahila Samiti, New Delhi which was inaugurated
by Smt. Uma Ramalingam, All India President,
Kalyanmayee on 8th September, 2006. In the camp,
everyday approximately 25 beneficiaries were taught and
regular care and counseling has enabled in overall
personality development of the participants.

SPORTS POLICY

A new Sports Policy Guidelines of AAl has been
implemented in AAl. Two National Tournaments were
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sponsored by AAI in 2006-07. The process to implement
AAl Sports Scholarship Scheme and AAI Talent Search &
Training Scheme is also in hand.

SOCIALSECURITY SCHEMES IN AAI

The Social Security Schemes i.e Group Savings Linked
Insurance scheme, Group Insurance Scheme, Group
Personal Accident Insurance Scheme and HBA Insurance
Scheme have been introduced keeping in view the
aspirations, demands and suggestions of the employees
and necessary provisions have been made in the Schemes
which inter-alia include enhancing the compensation in
the event of the death of an employee while in service.
After obtaining the approval of the Board, the Schemes
have since been implemented.

A new Benevolent Fund Scheme has also been launched
with effect from 21.07.2006 for the employees, whereby
both the employer and employee shall contribute @ Rs.
26/- per month each. The scheme will provide reliefto the
next of kin in the event of death of the employee. The
scheme also envisages providing relief to the
superannuated employees or those who have taken
voluntary retirement after attaining the age of 50 years @
Rs. 1560/~ per month for a period of 5 years from the
month following the one from which he/she
superannuates/taken voluntary retirement.

Bhopal Airport was adjudged as the WINNER and
Hyderabad Airport was adjudged as RUNNER-UP in the
selection of All India Best Fire Station competition for the
year 2006,

VIGILANCEACTIVITIES

Vigilance Awareness Programmes were organized at
Chennai, Bangalore and NIAMAR, New Delhi to sensitize
officials to ill consequences of corruption. Special
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workshop was organized on 'Disciplinary Proceedings' to

give an in-sight into all functional aspects of departmental

proceedings alongwith sessions of mock enquiry.

In pursuance to CVC's directives, Vigilance Awareness

Week - 2006, a pro-active endeavour of the Commission

to usher-in an era of corruption free administration and

inculcate sound values in the society was observed from
6th November to 10th November, 2006 at all airports in

AAl.

FUTUREOUTLOOK

With the continued buoyance in traffic growth coupled

with favourable Policy decision, the outlook for the year

2007-08 & 2008-09 is quite promising. After restructuring

of Delhi and Mumbai airports, AAl has focused on the
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development of Kolkata and Chennai airports. At Kolkata
airport, AAl has planned to build Integrated Passenger
Terminal to handle 20 million annual capacity out of
which 4 million is international and 16 million for
domestic passengers. In addition to above, Air traffic
Control tower and Technical Block and parking bays for
the parking of 20 nos. of aircrafts is also planned. The total
cost for development of Kolkata Airport is Rs, 1942 crores
approx. At Chennai airport, AAl has planned to develop a
New Domestic Terminal for handling 10 million
passengers and additional runway with associated taxi
track, parking bays etc.

With a view to enhance airspace handling capacity,
various projects have been launched for augmentation of
CNS/ATM systems, Addition of new radars, integrated
ATM automation systems networked to each other for
providing seamless surveillance coverage with safety
alerts and controller tools have been taken up. Provision
of new CNS/ATM systems for Greenfield airports of
Bangalore and Hyderabad, induction of ASMGCS for
improving ground surveillance and control at Bangalore,
Hyderabad, Mumbai, Kolkata and Chennai in addition to
Delhi are under implementation. The continental
airspace and large part of oceanic airspace is being
brought under VHF coverage for direct Pilot-Controller
communication. More number of airports are being
provided with VOR and ILS.

In line with the Global ATM Plan, for switching over to
space based systems, the GAGAN Project, being
executed by AAIl and ISRO jointly, has made substantial
progress. The Technology Demonstration Phase has been
successfully completed and we are moving towards Final
Operational Phase scheduled in 2009/2010. Ground
based Augmentation System are also planned for Delhi
and Mumbai to provide straight and curved approaches.
RNAV/RNP Procedures based on Performance-based
Navigation concept is also being implemented in a
phased manner with initial implementation at Mumbai
and Delhi airports. All these projects will enhance the

airspace handling capacity and augment safety and
efficiency.

AAl has also taken up development of 35 non-metro
airports. With many airport projects getting completed by
March 2008, there is scope for handling higher traffic
growth.

In addition, AAI is also focusing on operationalisation of
airports in the various states for operation of ATR 72/42
type of aircraft.

AAl has also identified city side development of 9 airports
out of 35 non-metro airports for increasing of non-traffic
revenue.

The Authority has also taken various measures to speed
up the completion of various projects like putting in place
a new revised Works Manual, Progress Monitoring at
more frequent intervals at the level of Chairman &
Members, effective liaisoning with State Government
authorities & Defence for expedition.

AAI has plan to install more radars to provide seamless
surveillance coverage in the continental and higher level
of automation system for efficient and safe handling of
ever increasing air traffic.
